A RESOLUTION

Proposing that citizens of unincorporated DeKalb County be given greater consideration in the proposed formation of the City of Dunwoody in the matter of boundaries, potential changes in the level of County services provided to said citizens, the economic impact on the citizens in unincorporated DeKalb County, and for other purposes.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS FOR THE

ASHFORD ALLIANCE COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION, INC.:

SECTION 1.

Urging the Georgia House of Representatives Governmental Affairs Committee to consider

WHEREAS, Senate Bill 82 and its companion legislation, Senate Bill 83, are currently under review by the House Governmental Affairs Committee, and

WHEREAS, House Bill 275 also is currently under review by the House Governmental Affairs Committee, and

WHEREAS, the planned three-phase study contracted to be performed by the University of Georgia’s Carl Vinson Institute of Government has never been completed, thereby leaving the citizenry and elected representatives short of decisional information, and

WHEREAS, the study performed by the Georgia State University Andrew Young School of Policy Studies entitled “The Fiscal Impact on DeKalb County with Possible Incorporation of Dunwoody, Georgia” is in conflict with the Carl Vinson study.

SECTION 2.

Petitioning the Georgia House of Representatives Governmental Affairs Committee to also consider

WHEREAS, the citizens of DeKalb County residing within the boundaries of the Ashford Alliance Community Association will be directly impacted by the proposed incorporation of a City of Dunwoody, and

WHEREAS, full disclosure of said impact has not been realized at this time, thus leaving the Ashford Alliance Community Association’s Members and residents uninformed as to the consequences which may come about with the formation of a City of Dunwoody.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE ASHFORD ALLIANCE COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION that the members of the Governmental Affairs Committee are urged to consider the implications which approval of the proposed incorporation of the City of Dunwoody would have on the citizens of unincorporated DeKalb County who reside outside the proposed new city’s boundaries.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT THE ASHFORD ALLIANCE COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION respectfully requests that the House Governmental Affairs Committee not waive the 2007 – 2008 Session Committee Rule number three, but instead, require that Senate Bill 82 undergo the full two-year cycle as specified in this Rule.
