As you know, Georgia Power Company, Hines, and community representatives from the area around the Ashford Substation site have been talking for the past eighteen months about this project.  We have talked about many issues but the decision of whether to build on a one acre site or on a four acre site has created the most discussion.  The ability to build on the four acre tract was of course contingent on Hines selling the additional three acres to Georgia Power Company.

We discussed the two options and asked for opinions in several different ways, but in the end, we found no clear consensus from the community favoring either option.  There are certainly advantages and disadvantages to both options, but after considering all comments and meeting with the community, Georgia Power Company, Hines on behalf of Perimeter Summit, as well as some of the community agreed that a four acre site would give Georgia Power Company the best opportunity to build the project with the least impact on the community.  The next step was to determine if Georgia Power and the ownership of Perimeter Summit could come to terms on the additional acreage.  If that did not happen, then Georgia Power would proceed to build the project on the one acre site.

Late on Friday, March 16, 2007, after extensive discussion taking into consideration all of the input we received from the community, the ownership of Perimeter Summit and Georgia Power Company reached an agreement to provide Georgia Power Company the option to purchase the three additional acres. 

This in no way means our work with the community is over.  Both Georgia Power and Hines will stay closely involved with the community to update you on the progress of the project, and answer your questions and concerns.  Once Georgia Power completes the final design, we will update you on our progress and continue to meet as necessary.  As Georgia Power has said before, the goal is to build a project that serves the electrical needs of the local community, maintains reliability, and minimizes the impact to the surrounding area.

Currently, two project update meetings are being planned.  We will meet first with you, the leadership group, to introduce the on-site project coordinator in the field who will be your day to day source of information.  We plan to host this meeting in the next couple of weeks.  Next, we will schedule another open house meeting at Montgomery Elementary School to present the final plans to the community.  This meeting will occur sometime in May.  We will work with you to coordinate these dates.

We would like to thank all of you for your participation during the past year.  Although the issues have at times been difficult to work through, you have always behaved in a professional manner and treated us with respect.  Your level of engagement and participation has truly helped us improve the way we handle projects going forward.  We are committed to remaining good neighbors in the community.
