(DRAFT of Proposed Letter of Conditions requested by the Bynwyck Community Association concerning the Georgia Power Substation)

Our goal is that the Georgia Power substation cannot be seen or heard, that the intrusion into the residential neighborhood be minimal, and that Georgia Power helps to beautify and enhance the surrounding neighborhoods.  Thus we propose the following:

1. Landscaping and brick/stone wall fencing plans be approved by the Byrnwyck Community Association (BCA)  to ensure that there is sufficient buffering from the street and surrounding neighbors.

2. Every effort be made to save the existing mature trees.

3. Adequate irrigation be provided for the new planting to ensure that it thrives.

4. A guarantee of ongoing maintenance of the surrounding area and landscaping.

5. Georgia Power add annual plantings around the substation to help beautify what is the gateway to the Ashford Corridor.

6. While there may be some hum inside the walls of the substation, it is our desire that there be NO sound emanating from the substation outside the surrounding walls.

7. The driveway/entrance should be screened and hidden from street view.

8. The BCA would like to be informed of the construction timetable, expected traffic, noise and intrusions.  We would demand that there be no construction outside the hours of 8am to 6pm, and no work performed on the weekend without permission of the BCA and adjacent neighbors.

9. The BCA wants to review the final drawings/plans for the facility and would like a letter of agreement from Georgia Power guaranteeing that it will not expand the footprint of the facility and that incoming and outgoing transmission lines will run underground.

10. The BCA would like to review the expected operational plan including hours, traffic, manpower, lighting, security and operations to be performed.

11.  The BCA wants to know of any potential hazards of the substation as well as a review of the emergency procedures and who to contact in the event of an accident, storm or other catastrophic event. 

12. The BCA wants to clarify the boundary lines of the substation and the land deeded to the perpetual conservation easement.  BCA also wants to clarify the responsibility for maintenance that Georgia Power and/or Hines will perform on the easement. 

13. If there are complaints from community residents, we want a plan of who to contact and some guarantee that the complaints will be addressed.  We would also ask for an appeals or arbitration procedure should the complaints not be adequately resolved. 

14. The BCA requests that it be notified twelve months in advance of any changes or modifications to the facility.

15. The BCA requests that it be delivered a copy of the agreement between Georgia Power and Hines/Bryan Realty, and if possible, to be made a party to the agreement.
