At the Byrnwyck Community Association Annual Meeting Saturday, May 20, 2006, I presented the updated proposals regarding a potential 3-acre substation site on Perimeter Summit Boulevard.

Our neighborhood is appalled that Hines would ever consider selling a property that was the subject of a long zoning struggle between the developers and this very same community for 5 years before the DeKalb Board of Commissioners finally agreed to approve the application in 1992, so long as the 3-acre property in question were to remain a 90-ft undisturbed buffer between the residences and the new development. 
Surely you are aware of the conditions of that zoning and the spirit of the intent that obtained the approval of the Board of Commissioners. Now, by virtue of a questionable and duplicitous agreement with Georgia Power, you are considering profiting
from a land sale that the Board of Commissioners took great care to protect in 1992.
I have heard Hines representatives say that they would listen to the surrounding community’s sentiments about selling this property to Georgia Power. The Byrnwyck Community Association is on the record as being solidly and steadfastly opposed to any disruption of this undisturbed buffer. That plans would also include the erection of a horrendous metal high-voltage monstrosity in the place of this buffer makes the proposal even more egregious!
Georgia Power is using our community, including Perimeter Summit, to set a precedent of forcing a high-density residential area to accept a substation in their midst. We are shocked (no pun intended) that you would, for even a moment, consider such a pact.
As I wrote on November 11, 2005 when this news first stunned the community, Hines has been remarkably successful in weaving a harmonious and sensitive transition between its residential neighbors to the south and the commercial centers to the north. We urge your company to refuse this offer and advise Georgia Power to find a more appropriate location.
