Additional GPC Requests from Substation Neighbors - 6/1/08

Thank you to everyone who was able to make it on Sunday.
Okay, what I heard this weekend at my house was the following:

1. We would like GA Power to tear house # 1 down. We all agree that house #1 is the house at Dunwoody Lane and Ashford Dunwoody.

2. We would like the land of house #1 titled as permanent green space.

3. We want GA Power to maintain the landscape for years to come including watering and trimming of all properties that they own including any green space that we have them add to the original plan.

4. We would maybe even like the thought of tearing down the 2nd house and having heavy plantings on that property also.

5. We would like a large square or circle of sidewalk placed at the corner of the subdivision and the reason for this larger space at the corner of sidewalk would be for kids to safely stand on the sidewalk at the corner to wait for the school bus.

6. Also at this same corner we would ask for an entrance sign that says "Ashford Forest". We would like one at Rustic Ridge too.

7. We would like a knee wall with the side walk or at least at the entrance.

8. We would like street lights on Dunwoody Lane like the ones in front of Marist.

9. We would like a formal sewer connection for Dunwoody Lane at GA Powers expense so that the neighbors of Dunwoody Lane who choose to can attach their homes to Sewer.

10. We would like for houses 2 and 3 to be connected to this same sewer line at GA Powers expense.

11. We would like to be present when Roy Ashley is brought out to house #1 and the substation property to look at it to see what he plans on planting. We also want input on what he plants. Our preference is color in the spring and fall with green trees year round like a magnolia.

12. We want to cut down the holly tree/bush at the corner on the property of house 1 at Dunwoody Lane and Ashford Dunwoody.

13. We by no means are speaking for Mike Stieferman on Dunwoody Lane when it comes to a sewer installation.

14. We want copies of the final written agreement that was designed by Ga Power, Hines and Byrnwick in writing provided to us, each of us.

15. We want it noted for the record that none of us remember any talk of a 35 foot easement on the property of house #1 which would potentially make an issue for the usage of that home and property.

16. The decisions of how Dunwoody Lane and its immediate neighbors along with GA Power are not by any means to be decided on by the community, only those of us who immediately live in close proximity of the substation will make the decisions with GA Power for the requests listed above.

I think that this is everything we talked about. If I missed anything, please let me know. Please reply stating that you agree or disagree. If you disagree on the requests above, then state why. I have not heard from Seago yet about a date. I will be out of town Friday the 6th til Late Monday the 9th. I will not reach out to him for a date until next week if I don't hear from him before hand.
