They have also agreed to document the exception(s) they seek.

· LeCraw development - LeCraw is rolling along on the N Peachtree/I-285 site.  Addition of the Chinese restaurant property to the original plan caused them to restart the DRI process.  A DRI is a Development of Regional Impact.  Adam added that a new traffic study is also being compiled.

Transportation Committee – Dick Lyon
· Revive 285 has scheduled 2 more local meetings to receive feedback on the multiple ideas they have for making I285 better.   December 2nd at Crown Ctr Ravinia and Dec 4 at the Chamblee Courthouse.  Check the web for directions.
Rebecca said she had recently talked with Yvonne Williams (Pres., PCID) and the PCID was very much in favor of improving E-W transportation options like the BRT (bus rapid transit) idea.  
The current revision shows the BRT being added to the South side of I-285.

Environmental Committee
· The Environmental Committee has presented an evaluation of the requested Cox Enterprises variance to the Board.  It is not in favor of granting any exception to the stream buffers without consideration of the development that might affect it.
