· LeCraw development on N Peachtree near I-285:  Huntley Hills has signed off on a set of conditions to be met.  This list is posted on the website.  P&D committee recommends that we support this development since Huntley Hills is satisfied.  It was moved by Paul DeFriece and seconded by Collette McDonald that we support LeCraw’s plans.  Motion approved.
· There is a special land use petition by St Martin’s to add classrooms and enrichment space.  This would not increase the # of students nor anticipate an increase in traffic to the area.  They are working with Oglethorpe Estates and that neighborhood is satisfied with the plan.  P&D recommends we support this.  Moved by Rachel Hammer and seconded by Collette McDonald, Motion approved.
· The planning and development committee continues to be watchful of Marist.  It is thought that they might be planning to file something by March, no news at this time.
