VI. DeKalb Stream Buffer Ordinance

A lengthy discussion ensued after reviewing that the current proposed ordinance restricts existing resident’s rights to update and expand their homes currently within the 75’ buffer.  The ordinance does not address the concerns AACA has expressed concerning the excessive cost for home owners to pursue improvements to their homes, as reflected in our previous vote.  After much discussion and clarification by the members of the planning and zoning committee, L. Knowlton motioned that we support DeKalb Co. Stream Buffer Ordinance as written provided that it be modified to state that the director may waive certain application requirements for variance requests by a single family homeowner.  This motion was 2nd by Paul DeFriece and passed when voted by the members in attendance.  President R. Sprinkle will write a letter to the BOC’s and let them know our preferences.
