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I. Call to Order- President Ron Sprinkle called the monthly meeting of the AACA to order at 7:10 pm on March 19, 2009 held at Merrill Gardens.

II. Quorum- The start of the meeting was delayed to assure a quorum was present.  This was verified by Paul DeFriece through review of the sign in sheet.

Board Members attending: Ron Sprinkle, Paul DeFriece, Jim Moses, Kathy Glenn, Rachel Hammer, Tom Riley and Scott Saulson.

III. Motion (P. DeFriece) to approve minutes from 2/19/2009 meeting.  J. Moses offered a 2nd and unanimously approved by the membership.

IV. District 90 State Representative Howard Mosby,  head of the DeKalb Delegation, gave a brief overview of the items still of concern in this legislative session.  There was a question about Senate Bill 58 involving the transfer of police, fire station and park property to the city of Dunwoody from the county of DeKalb.  Sen. Mosby indicated that this was probably not going to be dealt with by the legislature but rather during the coming year in negotiation by the involved parties.  He took time to answer several members questions.
Rep. Mosby also responded to a question about SB 31 which passed both houses and authorized GPC to begin expansion and financing of nuclear generating facilities which won’t be in operation until 2017.  He admitted the precedent of paying before generating was ‘unusual’ but added that current interest rates would reduce the impact on rates once completed. 

V. District 80 Rep Mike Jacobs backtracked on his previous push for townships by admitting they probably did not offer enough control to justify the additional layer of government.  (I think Mike said more.  Does anybody remember what?)
VI. Al Fowler, with the DeKalb Police gave a brief update on the area and discussed how to access a new website for crime statistics.  He also mentioned that they are doing some pilot work with a program using volunteers to patrol their neighborhood.
VII. Committee Reports:   Sponsorship & Communication- No Report; Finance- No Report; Membership/Ethics- No Report

Transportation- Dick was not present but Jeff Turnage discussed plans by the PCID to improve a 3 intersections South of I-285.   After a meeting with several AACA members and DeKalb County, the PCID has decided to go forward on their intersection improvements but without further consideration of a Northbound turn lane on A-D at Perimeter Summit Pkwy.  
There is a DOT workshop from 5-7 pm on 3/25/2009 at the Chamblee Civic Center on the proposed transportation changes around I-285.  

Property & Zoning- No report.  Jeff Turnage mentioned there is a meeting on April 21st ; 6:30pm at Montgomery School that will explain the re-writing of the Dekalb County Zoning Code.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 8:15pm
