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Minutes from August 20, 2009


Meeting called to order by President Ron Sprinkle.  A quorum was verified by the member sign in list.

Special guest, Commissioner Elaine Boyer was introduced.  Her first announcement was that a new Master Plan for the Recreational Areas in DeKalb Co. was on file in the libraries.  Please encourage people to review this document and give input to Elaine’s assistant, Nancy McBride.  NO final approval will be given until this comes before the board of commissioners for approval.

With regards to the Sembler tax abatement.  Elaine mentioned that Dr Walker had resigned form the committee and that a draft copy from the DeKalb County Development Authority was presented to th group.  This is also posted on Elaine’s website.  The plan is to be presented to the board in September with a vote in October.

The new zoning code is in review right now.  Consultants are completing a draft.  The draft can be down loaded from the internet- Ms Boyer gave Ron Sprinkle a copy on how to do this.  

A question from the membership regarding charging teams for use of recreational fields.  Ms. Boyers opposed this proposal and said that there are numerous meetings scheduled to discuss this proposal.

The Dunwoody lawsuit is still in negotiations.  Annexation of PCID inside the perimeter has been rumored, no one could confirm.

Ron Sprinkle wondered if there was a map that could be made to fill in where there is sidewalk and where it is missing for our area.  Elaine said that Dennis Crane had done one for his area, he might be a contact person on how to make this map.

Elaine felt that since B. Ellis was sworn in in January, his honeymoon is now over and we have seen changes in the police and parks department indicative of his commitment to bring change to DeKalb Co.  There was general feeling that the Recorders Court was in need of major overhauling, including communication between the computers, exploration of mismanagement of funds, etc.

There were no committee reports.
